  The meeting was called to order by Mayor Pro Tem Lovelady.  Those in attendance were thanked for taking an interest in their City government and encouraged to continue their participation.  Mayor Pro Tem Lovelady gave the invocation and then led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.  Roll call was recorded with all elected officials in attendance, with the exception of the Mayor who is in the hospital.  

Agenda Item # 5 - Presentation of Previous Meeting Minutes for Acceptance

Approval of Minutes of the Previous Meetings – The minutes of the Regular Mayor and Council Meeting of May 1, 2006, Policy Work Session and Executive Session of May 8, 2006, May 15, 2006 Executive Session, May 18, 2006 Executive Session, Regular Work Session and Executive Session of May 22, 2006 and Special Called Meeting and Executive Session of May 31, 2006 were approved by a vote of 4-0 with Council member Riehm making the motion to approve and Council member Bowie seconding.

Acceptance of Agenda as Presented for the May 1, 2006 Mayor and Council Meeting - Mayor Pro Tem Lovelady noted that the agenda is the official document of business that will be conducted at this evening’s meeting. Mayor Pro Tem Lovelady called for a vote.  Council member McLeroy asked to amend the agenda by removing Item 11 – 1.  Council Member Smith seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.  Council member Smith made a motion to remove item 11-12.  Council member McLeroy seconded.  Motion carried 3-1 with Council member Riehm voting against.  Council member Bowie made a motion to add agenda item 12-2, Motion to ratify letter to hire City Administrator.  Council member Smith seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.  Council member McLeroy made a motion to accept the agenda with above mentioned amendments.  Council member Smith seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

Council member Bowie made a motion to go into executive session to discuss personnel.  Council member Smith seconded.  Motion carried 4-0 and the meeting was adjourned to executive session at 7:10 p.m.
The meeting was reconvened at 7:24 p.m. and called to order by Mayor Pro Tem Lovelady.
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Agenda Item # 6 - Ceremonial Presentations, Recognitions, and Swearing in Ceremonies

Ceremonial Presentation – Recognition of Police Department Employee, Russell Knox, for five years of service to the City of Norcross – Officer Knox was not able to be present.
6 B.
Ceremonial Presentation – Recognition of James Joseph Hood for Fifteen years of service to the City of Norcross Police Department - Mayor Pro Tem Lovelady recognized Officer Hood with a Distinguished Service Award and presented him with a 15 year of service pin and a watch.  He will also receive one day off with pay during the week of his anniversary.

Ceremonial Presentation – Resident Dodger Deleon of the Norcross Car Show presented the City of Norcross Mayor and Council with a plaque in appreciation of their support of the 2006 Norcross Car Show.  Mr. Deleon announced that $17,000 in scholarships was awarded to students in the medical field with proceeds from this event.

Ceremonial Presentation – A Proclamation for National Flag Day – Members of the Sons of the Confederacy were present to receive the proclamation in observance of June 14th, National Flag Day, in the City of Norcross.   The Sons of the Confederacy also honored the city with a Certificate of Commendation for their exemplary patriotism in the display of the Flag of the United States of America.
Agenda Item # 7 - Floor Open to Citizens Desiring to Address the Governing Authority 
7 A.
Floor Open to Citizens - Mayor Pro Tem Lovelady opened the floor to citizens desiring to address the governing authority on items or concerns that are not individually listed on the evening’s posted agenda.  Mayor Pro Tem Lovelady encouraged citizens to express their concerns on issues that the council may need to be made aware of.  Coming forward was Jonathon Aurelia who is running for Gwinnett County Solicitor.  Mr. Aurelia spoke of his qualifications for this office and encouraged citizens to vote in the upcoming election.  Resident Jeff Allen of 196 Holcombe Bridge Road expressed his thanks to the council for their efforts at gathering citizen input through the surveys included with the utility billing.  He also suggested that these might need to be omitted until after the election to prevent candidate platforms from becoming skewed.  
Agenda Item # 8 - Public Hearings and Bid Opening - Mayor Pro Tem Lovelady explained that the proper procedures for the public hearings were in compliance with the policies, procedures and standards required under O.C.G.A. section 36-66-5.
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Council member Riehm made a motion, due to the size of the agenda, to amend the normal five minutes of speaking time of individuals to three minutes for individuals and five minutes for those speaking for a group.  Council member Bowie seconded.  Motion tied 2-2 with McLeroy and Smith opposed.  Chair Lovelady exercised his right to break the tie and voted in favor of the motion.  Motion carried 3-2.

Public Hearing:  SUP 05-03 Special Use Permit for a church at 6099 Buford Highway – Clark Patterson associate Melissa Muscato explained the application and their recommendation that it be approved with the following conditions:



1.
The occupancy load is to be determined by the Fire Marshall.


2.
The Fire Marshall approves the changes that have been made to the 

space.



3.
A permit shall be obtained for the renovation of the building.



4.
No overnight lodging allowed on the premises.

5.
As long as the Pentecostal Church occupies the property, the zoning will have the SUP.  If vacated by the Pentecostal Church, zoning will revert back to the previous zoning.


Mayor Pro Tem Lovelady asked if there was any public comment.  Billy J. Lee, owner of Diamond Lee Investments came forward to explain that this application was for a 1,000 square foot church which he felt would not have an unfavorable impact on surrounding properties.   Council member McLeroy made a motion to approve SUP 05-03 Special Use Permit for a church at 6099 Buford Highway with staff recommendations.  Council member Riehm seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
8 B.
RZ 06-225 - Rezone from R-100 to C-2 – Clark Patterson representative Melissa Muscato explained this application and that the recommendation was for denial.  The applicant was asked to bring in a site plan showing their intent and this plan was never submitted.  The applicant stated that the 12,000 s.f. building was going to be used for offices; the parking count on the site is inadequate for any other use.  Therefore, the applicant should apply for O-I.  Once the property is zoned C-2, the 2 lots combined would be over 1.5 acres, allowing a car lot in this area.  If the applicant wanted to put retail in this lot, the parking would not be sufficient. Since the applicant could not say for sure what the intentions were, staff recommendations were for denial.  Council member Smith made a motion to deny RZ-06-225 Rezone from R-100 to C-2.  Council member Bowie seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

RZ 06-226  - Applicant withdrawn.

RZ 06-227 – Rezone from R-100 and R-65 to R-65 – Melissa Muscato explained the application and cited that staff recommendation was for approval with conditions as follows:  A revised site plan is submitted to see how these two lots affect the existing 
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layout that was approved with the RZ 05-224; the streets are built to city standards; a 
5’ concrete sidewalk is added along the frontage on both sides of the street as well as along the existing street; all residences shall be a minimum of 2500 s.f.; DDA shall approve the architectural elevations and exterior building materials for all residences; and all disturbed areas shall be sodded prior to the issuance of a certificate of occupancy.  The P & Z board also recommends approval with conditions.   Council member Bruce Smith made a motion to table the decision.  Council member McLeroy seconded for discussion. Discussion followed. Miller Lowry, developer for the property spoke of his intentions, stating that he would add four homes after removing the existing houses.  Bill Brown, owner, spoke telling council that DOT has said that they will go to the other side of the road when widening Holcombe Bridge Road.  Neighbor Jeff Allen came forward to express favoritism for the project.  Smith withdrew his motion to table and Council member Riehm made a motion to approve subject to staff recommendations the rezone of RZ-227 from R-100 and R-65 to R-65.  Council member Bowie seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

RZ 06-228 – Rezone from R-75 to RM-8 – Melissa Muscato described the application and made the recommendation to approve with the following conditions:  A site plan be submitted and approved.  This plan was already submitted prior to the June Mayor and Council meeting.  A maximum of 6.38 units per acre with only single family detached ones to be built; all plans are subject to approval by the Architectural Review Board; all streets will be built to city standards and dedicated to the city; any variances must be approved by the Board of Appeals; all structures backing up to Beaver Ruin Road will not appear as a rear of a building and there will be two entrances to the community, one signalized if required by DOT.  Andy Perry, representing MSN Development, Rufus Hughes and Alston Minor stated that these lots will used for adding green space to the project previously approved by council on Beaver Ruin Road.  Council member Smith made a motion to approve with Planning and Zoning and CPA recommendations.  Charlie Riehm seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

RZ 06-229 – Rezone from R-75 to RM-8 – Melissa Muscato explained the application as being part of the previous RZ 06-228 as the properties connect.  She recommended approval with the conditions to include a site plan be submitted and approved, a maximum of 6.38 units per acre with only single family detached homes being built; all plans are subject to approval by the Architectural Review Board; all streets will be built to city standards and dedicated to the city; any variances must be approved by the Board of Appeals; all structures backing up to Beaver Ruin Road will not appear as a rear of a building and there will be two entrances to the community, one signalized if required by DOT.   Council member Riehm made the motion to approve RZ 06-229 Rezone from R-75 to RM-8 with all staff recommendations.  Council member Smith seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

SBV 06-03 – Stream Buffer Variance from 75’ to 50’ – Melissa Muscato explained to council that the recommendation from Clarke Patterson Associates was for a minimum 35’ undisturbed buffer and an additional 25’ non-impervious buffer.  This would reduce the total required buffer from 75’ to 60’.  The applicant would like to subdivide the lot into 4 proposed lots, the houses should be reconfigured to remain out of the buffer or a reduction to 3 lots should be considered.  This is not a hardship case, as the stream buffer was known at the time of land acquisition.  The applicant should submit a house location plan prior to the approval of the land disturbance permit.  Council member Smith made a motion to deny the Stream Buffer Variance from 75’ to 50’.  Council member Riehm seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-1 with McLeroy objecting.   Council member McLeroy stated for the record that he was okay with approval with the staff recommendations.

SBV 06-04 – Stream Buffer Variance 75’ to 50’ – Melissa Muscato explained the application stated that staff would like a letter from GA DOT stating that the driveway cannot be relocated.  If that is not the case, then staff recommends a minimum 35’ undisturbed buffer and an additional 25’ non-impervious buffer.  This would reduce the total required buffer from 75’ to 60’.  The applicant is proposing an O’Reilly Auto Parts store on this property.  The request is that an Oil-Grit separator be used on this site for pretreatment to avoid an illicit discharge from entering the stream buffer or floodplain.  Applicant Tim Zay came forward and stated that he had contacted GDOT and they had denied the request to relocate the drive due to the required length of the de-acceleration lane.  Representatives of O’Reilly Auto Parts spoke of their desire to meet the specifications and conditions that council might impose.  Resident Greg McFarlane came forward and spoke against the variance due to the condition of the stream on the property and the problems that a retail auto store would bring.  Owners addressed McFarlane’s concerns by reassuring the council that it was their sole desire to stay in compliance with state and city regulations and to be environmentally conscious.  Council member Bowie made a motion to approve the stream buffer variance from 75’ to 50’ due to this being a hardship case in which the property will be hard to develop otherwise, with an oil-grit separator being required and a maximum of 850 square foot on intrusion into the buffer with 1750’ of non-impervious setback.  Council member McLeroy seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

232 Lawrenceville Street from Residential to Commercial – Melissa Muscato explained that their recommendation on this application was denial; however they recommend amending the Land Use Plan to Mixed Use, which allows for residential and commercial.  The proposed project would need to go to P & Z, and special conditions could be placed on the rezoning at that time.  Council member Riehm made a motion to approve LUA 06-16 from Residential to Mixed use designation.  Council member Bowie seconded.  Motion carried 3-1 with Smith opposing.

Purchase of Cameron Church Property – Mayor Pro Tem Lovelady explained that this portion of the Public Hearing was the third hearing concerning the purchase of this property.  He asked if there were those who would like to speak at this time.  Those coming forward to speak in opposition of the purchase or with concerns about the procedures used to purchase the property were Krista Lay, Rob Buck, John Price, Marilyn Meacham, Josh Bare, and Bucky Johnson.  Bob Wilkerson, Jeff Allen, Alex Pilson, Faye McFarlane, Chuck Cimaric, Keith Shewbert,  Dale Marlowe and Skip Nau spoke about the process that is necessary to tie up commercial real estate so that due diligence can be done, as well as the importance of working together.  Ann Webb told of her concerns about the historic preservation of the church as well as the council not working together on this project to determine the best possible solution.

· A friendly reminder – Bagged yard debris placed at the street for pickup can now be in plastic or paper bags.  Cut tree limbs and shrubs are not to exceed 4 feet in length and 50 lbs in weight.  All yard waste should be bagged, bundled, tied, stacked or containerized.  Tree stumps and trunks will not be collected.

Council member Riehm seconded.  Discussion followed. Mayor Pro Tem Lovelady asked Dale Marlowe, Events Coordinator to come forward to explain the scheduled events in Thrasher Park.  Mrs. Marlowe stated that the 2006 Summer Concert Series began on Memorial Day and will continue on through the summer to include seven events, each beginning at 7:30 and ending at 9:30.  On June 9th, the Skin Alley Cats will perform, on June 16th the Walnut Grove Blue Grass Band, on July 16th the Atlanta Symphony Brass Quartet, on July 21st Counter Point will perform, August 4th is still to be booked, August 18th will be Banks and Shane, September 15th will be a Jazz group and the last event in September will be the Norcross High School Orchestra.  Resident Irene Griffin came forth stating that she, along with her neighbors on Buchanan Street, don’t feel that the use of alcohol in the park is a good idea.  She encouraged the City of Norcross to be different from surrounding cities and not allow its use in the park.  Louie Norcross echoed Mrs. Griffin’s emotions.  North Peachtree Street resident Jane Holbrook spoke for herself and stated that she thought the event on Memorial Day had gone very well and she would not be opposed to the permit.   Mayor Pro Tem Lovelady called the question and the motion tied 2-2 with McLeroy and Smith opposed.  Mayor Pro Tem Lovelady broke the tie with an affirmative vote.  Motion carried.

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Tem Lovelady asked Public Works Director Brad Cole to come forward and give his opinion on this matter.  Cole stated that he felt it was in the city’s best interest not to join Gwinnett County.  Acting Community Development Director Melissa Muscato explained that due to the upcoming deadline with EPD that the city needs to send them a letter indicating that they are interested in joining Gwinnett County’s Storm Water Utility, but that negotiations are ongoing for an intergovernmental agreement (IGA) between the County and the City.  The letter should also state that the City expects the County to uphold their part of the City’s MS4 permit, which is jointly approved through 2009.  In addition, it is the city’s understanding that the soonest they could participate in a new agreement would be part of the billing that would be in the fall of 2007.  These tax bills will generate revenue for expenditures in 2008.  Councilmember Riehm made a motion to deny entering into an agreement with Gwinnett County on their Storm Water Management Plan.  Council member Bowie seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

Purchase of Cameron Church Property – Council member Riehm made a motion to ratify the contract for the purchase of the Cameron Church Property.  Terry Bowie seconded.  Council member McLeroy stated for the record that he felt that the council had neglected its duties in the research of this purchase.  He, along with several local residents, hired a firm to come in and inspect the building.  He reported that the “building was under suspect”.  Council member Smith talked about his unwillingness to put his family home in jeopardy in view of resident’s threats to sue the council members over this issue, and his concerns about the lack of a solid plan in place for its use.  Motion tied with Smith and McLeroy opposed.  Mayor Pro Tem Lovelady broke the tie with an affirmative vote.  Motion carried 3-2.

Layout logistics of City Hall – cost estimate – Council member Riehm made a motion to approve Clark Patterson Associates proposal to do a logistics layout of City Hall at an hourly rate not to exceed $8,000.  Council member Smith seconded.  Discussion followed.  Mayor Pro Tem Lovelady asked Finance Director Rudolph Smith to confirm where the money would come from.  He reported that it would have to come from contingency funds as it is not budgeted.  The question was called and the motion carried 3-1 with David McLeroy opposed.
